       NATURE AND ACTIVITIES AT
                 MILIN KERHE

The wooded Trieux Valley stretches for 60 
kilometers, from central Brittany to the sea. Milin 
Kerhé lies at its heart, ideally situated to observe the 
valley's great natural diversity.

The site's watermill is home to the largest colony of 
bats (Daubentons) in northwest France, which can 
be observed every evening from the bridge.

The Trieux also hosts one of France’s last salmon 
populations, which, along with other aquatic species, 
are highly prized by otters which leave various 
traces of their presence as they pass by the site 
each night.

During your stay, afternoon activities led by the  
Côtes d’Armor Local A Rocha Group,  will include 
workshops, inventories, and hands-on projects 
related to ecology, conservation, and sustainable 
living.

You can also participate in a raft-building activity and 
a lesson in circus arts, accessible to all ages. 

There will be plenty of opportunities to relax or 
explore the region, including the beautiful Breton 
coastline.
